Night Project Explanation/Expectations

Overview:  Night is the personal memoir of Elie Wiesel, a Holocaust survivor.  This book records the terrifying memory of trying to survive a Nazi concentration camp during WWII.  Through the eyes of a concentration camp survivor, each of you will gain a better understanding of what the Holocaust was really like.  Night is an intense, serious read with a strong message for all readers.  Elie Wiesel is a Nobel Peace Prize winner and Night has been a part of Oprah’s book club.

Expectations:  As we read Night you will be responsible for the following

1.  Keep up with the reading:  We will read Night in class most days during the WWII unit.  Sometimes I will read to you, other times you will read silently, other times we will listen to a recording, and some days we will do a mixture.  Whatever the format, you will be responsible for following along.

2.  Answer the guided questions:  You will get a copy of the guided questions for each chapter.  As we read along make sure you answer the questions to help focus our reading.  These will be collected at the end of the book for points.

3.  Reflective Journal:  After each day’s reading, you will write a one paragraph reflection over the reading for that day.  Here are some questions to consider when writing your reflective paragraphs.


What important events happened in today’s reading?



What are your thoughts and reactions to what happened?



What shocked or disturbed you?  Why?



Predict what you think will happen next?

These questions are just suggestions; you can write whatever comes to your mind in the reflections regarding the reading for that day.  This should be done on notebook paper.  You will be given time at the end of class to write your daily reflections.  The reflections will also be collected for points at the end of the book.

4.  Formal Reflection:  At the end of the book, you will be required to write a one page overall reflection of the book.  This should be typed and double spaced.  Questions to consider in your final, formal reflection:



What were your thoughts about the book?



Why is it important to read this book?  What is Elie’s message?


What was disturbing?  What was inspiring?



Has this book changed your outlook on the value of human life?
Again these are suggestions, you can write what you feel is important to convey in your page reflection.

5.  Quiz:  At the end of the book, there will be a multiple choice quiz that covers the basic information about the book.  The best way to prepare for the quiz is to on a daily basis, follow along with the reading answer the guided questions.
