Give original answers/examples.  Fully explain your answer.

1)  Explain several similarities and differences between the two types of conditioning (how can we determine which is which when it comes to conditioned responses?).  Give 1 common textbook example for each (2 total), pointing out what characteristics make the example either classical or operant.  Be sure your answer is very clear. (10 points)

2)  Describe a specific example of how you personally have a behavior that has been classically conditioned.  Discuss how you think the behavior may have been conditioned and what makes your example classical.  Be clear/specific and point out the original neutral stimulus that has become the conditioned stimulus.  (5 points)
3)  How could operant conditioning be used in place of a punishment to be more effective at shaping a desired behavior?  Describe at least one specific example and the outcome.  Explain at least one specific reason why punishment might be less effective than operant conditioning at shaping a desired behavior. (5 points)
4)  Pretend you are a school psychologist.  A parent has requested information on their child’s IQ score.  Write a letter to the parent explaining the following. (8 pts)

A) how IQ is tested and scores determined

B) what socio-cultural / genetic factors could cause an increase or decrease in a child’s IQ score 
C) where the child’s IQ score fits into the bell curve as compared to other children




D) what a high or low IQ score means in relationship to learning
5)  Create a personal learning plan.
